She then

exposes the influence of lesbian drag king cultures upon hetero-male comic films, such as Austin

Powers and The Full Monty, and, finally, points to dyke subcultures as one site for the development

of queer counterpublics and queer temporalities. Considering the sudden visibility of the

transgender body in the early twenty-first century against the backdrop of changing conceptions of

space and time, In a Queer Time and Place is the first full-length study of transgender

representations in art, fiction, film, video, and music. This pioneering book offers both a jumping off

point for future analysis of transgenderism and an important new way to understand cultural

constructions of time and place.
