Fold-out sections provide panoramic views of such escapes as the jewel-toned gardens of Yves
Saint Laurent&#x92;s labyrinthine Marrakech oasis and a kitchen garden in Loire Valley, France, in
which vibrant green, leafy cabbages take on the beauty of blossoms.
