There is also some important advice
about rhythm as perhaps more key than perfect fingering to start playing actual songs. Given the

price, you'd be crazy not to pick this up, even if you ultimately look elsewhere for your studies.

YouTube videos and it's perfect for introducing you to guitar licks, and strumming and great for
teaching you the necessary chords to play thousands of songs. It's also got some entertaining
